
Attention Getter: 
The first part of a response. As the name implies, it must grab the attention of readers and entice them to read on. 
Claim: 

What are you trying to prove?

Cleary states the position you will argue. 
Evidence: 

The available body of facts, statistics, expert opinion or information indicating whether a claim or proposition is valid.  Citing your information. 
Concluding Sentence: 

The last sentence in a paragraph. It is all commentary, does not repeat the evidence but gives a finished feeling to the paragraph. 

Analyze:  How the Agricultural Revolution led to the development of empires in Mesopotamia. Evaluate:  The environmental and physical geography of Mesopotamia.  You will argue which had the biggest impact on the development of empires in Mesopotamia, physical or environmental geography? Defend your claim with  evidence to make your argument.
You must highlight your Attention getter/claim/Evidence and concluding sentence.
